Ruben has two features playing theatrically as this is written; Harvest, Marc Meyer’s film about family, growing up and loss, and twelvethirty, his second film with Jeff Lipsky (Flannel Pajamas, Once More with Feeling). Currently he is found on commercial sets working for clients such as Sony, H&R Block, and Proctor & Gamble, though later this year Ruben plans to start work on Ming Lang Chen’s feature film Tomorrow Comes Today. 

He attended San Francisco State University, where he shot his first feature Cutting Horse with legendary African American film maker, Larry Clark; and he did his grad work at NYU’s school of Film and Television. Ruben holds awards for his documentary Go Army, and PBS’s Left Behind. He splits his time between Los Angeles and New York City, and is originally from the hilltop community of Bernal Heights in San Francisco. 
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
